Words are categorized like Linnaean
taxonomy, such as "science, arts, economics,” etc. Systematic thinkers will have no difficulty finding associated words
and concepts, while those who prefer a more direct route can simply consult the "index" at the end, which leads to the
place it has been categorized in the front. Either way, everyone wins.But the associations are magisterial, not just
"related" or similar, but the whole constellation of likely associated words, acronyms, synonyms, and hierarchies of
genus, species, and sub-species.
